‘Comfort’ – from Greek word

‘Para’ - alongside

‘Klesis’ – call, called or to call



‘Paraklesis’ (comfort)

‘called to come alongside’



‘CHURCH’ – people called out of

‘COMFORT’ – to come alongside
